


DRW recommends that RCS, 
APS, and HPQA immediately 
meet with DDD as well as HCS 
to clarify the role of RCS and 
determine how Washington can 
begin to better protect facility 
residents. 

Disability Rights Washington (DRW) is a non-profit, federaly-
mandated organization designated by the Governor as the 
Protection and Advocacy system for the State of Washington.  
In this capacity, DRW advocates on behalf of individuals with 
disabilities by providing information and referral services and 
legal representation, by monitoring facilities that serve these 
individuals, by conducting investigations into alleged incidents 
of abuse or neglect, and by participating in various public policy 
and educational initiatives.

APS’ ABUSE REGISTRY
Adult Protective Services maintains an abuse 
registry of persons with an APS final finding of 
abuse, abandonment, neglect, or financial exploi-
tation against a vulnerable adult.  Persons with 
a final finding are disqualified from being a paid 
provider of Medicaid long-term care services. 

To date, over 2000 (2052) names 
have been placed on the Abuse 
Registry.   

In FY 2008, APS investigated 
11,909 cases from July 2007 to 
June 2008 (10% increased com-
pared to last fiscal year).  

In October 2008, APS investigated 
1,090 cases.
